Scholarship Criteria and Information 
 

 
1.  CWHJA Spirit of Excellence Scholarship recipient will be selected annually by the CWHJA 

Spirit of Excellence Scholarship committee, after review of application material.  

 

 
2.  Members must submit an application and all required information by the 

deadline.  Award recipients will be notified by phone call or letter no later than July 1st. 

 

 
3.  Completed application form with all supporting documentation must be postmarked by  

June 1, 2021 and received within one week.  No late applications will be considered. 

 

 
4.  The CWHJA Spirit of Excellence Scholarship committee reserves the right to determine 

if an award will be given. 

 

 
5.  Scholarship funds are payable to the recipient.  Exceptions to this policy can be made by 

decision of the committee based upon individual circumstances. 

 

 
6.  Scholarship recipient selection(s) will be made without regard to race, age, gender, 

religion, political beliefs, employment status, or any other factor, which could constitute unfair or illegal 

discrimination. 

 

 
7.  Decisions of the Spirit of Excellence committee are final in all matters related to the 

above practices.
